USA: KING KIM WINS HER 2nd  PRIZEB OAT
1st BASS

2nd KING MACKEREL

Globerotting Brisbane born fishing writer / photographer, Kim Bain, who grew up catching mackenelsin Moreton Bc
stamped herself as an international king mackerel angler of nebétiwgloatnght 2nd placist in the prestigious
Jacksonville Kiktackerel Championship tnetd the weekend in Florida, KIBAor 'Junior' as she is often referred to as
the younger of the Bain fishing clan, took home a 6m baag&diéadeo in cash winnings.

The Jaksonville King Mackerel Tournament is the largest in the USA with 670 bthassyaampeting

The versatile Bain, whdier in the yaarApril became the first Aussie to win a pro bass fishing tournament in the US:
(which came with a $50K bizaf) phas the American's searching the record books to see if she is the first angler in h
win the benchmark 'prize boat' in both saltwater and freshwater in the same season.

Bain's other multispecies angling achievements of note inttiadebeamgler in US history to win prizemoney in bass,
walleye, redfisindmackerel tours in the USA. Kim, Australia's greatest ever performing international tournament lut
angleralso currently leads the Women's Bass Fishing ChampiondBipsainethdy qualifying for the 2008 grand final
and has now qualified for 5 world championship finals in America.

Kim'dswo day aggregate mackerel catch out of Jacksonville north Florida, included a 29Ib fish on day one and a 4:
the second drfinal day for a 72.35 pound aggregate which earned her (and her Aussie named boat 'Crikey") secor
overall. In dramatic fashion Kim says she was seriously a jittery wreck when the 43 pound fish tore the gaff out of
professional gaffman's hanhtise side of the boat, breaking one of the gayts tlies, thgaff fell out, 'Fortunately we

had a second gaff on board and | managed to stay connected to the fish and we got a second and successful shc
have lost a $100 gaff...but wid bave lost a $40,000 fish.'
