WATHUMBA 2008 by Steve Watson 

 

The trouble with long term plans is the waiting. It seems Iôd been anticipating this trip since late 2006. Finally itôs a blur ï but a 

memorable one ï it always is; I love the place. 

 

At 5.30 one morning during the week I walked down to the edge of the creek near our camp and saw my mate Don Trent sitting 

on the grassy bank with his feet dangling in the water. I inquired if he was OK. For a brief moment he pondered the scene of 

the boats yawing tense on their mooring ropes against a rapidly rising tide, the early morning reflections across the creek, the 

never-ending sound of the many birds, then turned to me and said, ñDoes it get much better than this?ò 

 

The great thing that Iôve found about middle age is that you donôt have to 

hurry any more. I commented to him that there was a time not so long 

gone that weôd almost be finished a session around the front of Woody 

Heads by 5.30 and his only comment was, ñYes, isnôt it great?ò 

 

As my Irish cousin, Bernie, Jim Greer and I crossed the Sandy Straits on 

the barge, it was an ominous sky that heralded what was to come for the 

majority of the week. Already the boats would be in the sheltered waters 

of Wathumba, having departed the Urangan harbour into the customary 

northerly at about 5am. By now the boys would be sorting out the gear 

and beginning to set up 

the camps.  

 

Our trip in the 4WDôs was one that I relish ï I love the drive to Wathumba. The 

barge always arrives promptly at Kingfisher Bay at 8am and by 9 weôve hit the 

eastern beach for the picturesque drive to Orchid Beach and then back across 

the island to Wathumba. The only real challenge is the ñblowò at the back of 

Indian Head and with a full load on board it takes a bit of navigation with about 

500M of silky soft sand and a slight uphill grade. The first try was fruitless when 

a local managed to get himself stuck in front and with a little help we backed 

out, extracted more air out of the tyres (down to about 18PSI) selected a lower 

gear and up it for the rent. Now Bernie has never been in  

 

a serious 4WD situation before and he made more use of the grab bar on my dash than Iôve ever seen before ï he loved every 

minute of it, in between numerous exclamations of ñMary mother of Godò. Especially so when we hit Eli Creek with a bit of pace 

and the vehicle was engulfed in a blinding spray of fresh water ï and Bernie had his window down.

By 11am we were at the creek and began the task of unloading the fuel drums, fridge, freezer, generator and other sundry 

items. This is an area of Wathumba not to be taken lightly (have a look at You Tube ï ñWathumba Truck Incidentò ï this 

happened right at the unload spot), especially with a rising tide. If I went there a hundred times Iôd walk it every time to be sure. 

Donôs son Cam provided the means of transport between us and the camp making several trips in his tinnie before we settled 

the vehicles down for the week at the southern campsite. The rest of the day was taken up in making camp and keeping up the 

fluids ï it was the hottest day of the trip and the northerly was soon replaced by an even greater southerly.  

 

Such winds from the north and south treat you equally as bad at 

Wathumba and itôs dreaded but expected in early summer. As bad as 

it was we managed to get out of the creek most days except the day 

one of the yachties anchored near camp recorded a gust of 40 knots. 

 

The amount of birds settling at the mouth of the creek on the evening 

of the first day was an encouraging sign that there was going to be a 

bit of action out the front ï just a matter of finding out where and hope 

for the weather to settle. One thing Iôve noted with spotties over the 

years is that they are not fond of rough water, where the mack tuna 

will co-operate regardless and often become easier to approach and 

catch, rather than in calmer waters. 

 

Our main objective for the week was to get out over the Break Sea Spit and onto the Sandy Cape Shoals or beyond. As the 

week progressed our hopes faded of achieving this and we made the best of the situation and concentrated on closer targets. 

The forecasts towards the latter part of the week began to 

improve slightly, however Iôm now sure that when they 

mention 10~15, they probably mean inshore waters.  

 

Against a better sense of judgement we departed the creek 

early one morning and headed for the 60M hole in the 

Southern Gutter. 47km north-west of the creek. The building 

south easterly meant only one thing ï 47km of pushing back 

into whatever came at us to get home and that pretty much 

sums up the trip ï crap. We managed a few fish though 

including my 3rd only barramundi cod. I broke Bernieôs and 

Johnôs hearts when I informed him that it had to go back. We 

ended up with a nice collection of fish including snapper, tusk 

fish, lippers and quality Moses perch. We might have done far 

better if not for the 9ô whaler that took up residence under the 

boat and took everything red that got hooked. Bernie and 

John demanded of the shark why it had no taste for remoras. 

They also  

 

demanded to know why I wasnôt catching them to which I informed that I wasnôt fishing for them ï then they realised I was 

casting away from the boat ï something I learned about the little suckers a long time ago. 

 

The only spotties we saw for the week were pretty close to the creek and most that were caught were taken on pink squid and 

similar destined for a few little blacks that were in the area. We only saw a couple of schools of spots and managed to lurecast 

only one. A couple of the boys hooked blacks out the front and the Bundy Boys dropped a couple and a sail but managed to 

tag one black later in the week. 
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Given the conditions there were some pretty notable catches. Rob Amos took off for Rooneyôs one morning and came back 

later that morning with 17 of the best schoolies Iôve seen for 

a number of years. You wouldnôt have taken the smiles off 

Rob and Garyôs faces with an axe. Prime eating, good 

quality fish and they deserved them with the conditions of 

the day. All hands on deck and the fish were butchered and 

packed on ice before they knew it. 

 

Finally there as a promise of a shift in the wind and wouldnôt 

you know it, on the day we were to leave. A quick 

conference resulted in an extension of the trip by a day and 

sure enough on the Saturday morning as those who had to 

return home were packing up, we made our way to the 

Shoals in company with Roy and Jim.  

 

Now, if I thought Iôd heard a few ñMary Mother of Godôsò before ï it 

was Bernieôs first bar crossing. His concern wasnôt aided by the 

conversation between Royôs boat and mine whilst deciding exactly 

where we should cross the spit. However, once in the open ocean 

things settled down a little and we decided to troll up to the Shoals. 

Within 50M one rod went off and Bernieôs forgotten about the return 

trip across the bar and heôs into a dolphin about 8~10kg, only to 

have it drop off beside the boat. The only other thing we raised was 

a small yellowtail.  

 

Any thought of heading out to the rim bommies was put on hold until 

another trip, given the day and we settled down to a steady bit of 

bottom fishing around the Shoals. At the end of the day we packed about 25 ~ 30kg of fillets into bags for the boys to take back 

to Sydney and they were stoked. We managed mainly various lippers, cod, tusk fish and other odds and sods ï lots of colour ï 

a bit different to leather jacket in Sydney Harbour. 

 

Itôs amusing to hear the comments of people who havenôt 

done a lot of camping, when they see how much stuff we take 

and how well we live ï I think they really expected that weôd 

be living on baked beans but it was the roast rump that sealed 

it for them. That was the night we organised a bit of a get 

together and Bernie decided that each person  

 

should tell a tale, tell a joke of sing a song. He started 

unabashed by singing Danny Boy in his fine Irish tenor voice. 

It was a very funny night. 

 

The best laugh he saved for me though on the last night when 

we had to camp on the south bank beside the vehicles to 

catch the beach tide at 4am the next morning. After finally 

getting the camp packed up and the gear over the creek (and Jimmy finally found his car keys after an hour of searching 

around the truck being eaten alive by sand flies), it was midnight before we settled on a ground sheet virtually under the stars.  
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NOW this is another thing! No dingo protection ï to be sure, to be sure. 

It wasnôt until we were on the way that he informed that heôd not slept a 

wink worrying about the bloody dogs. He spent the night on dingo 

watch. He was pretty safe though as Jimmy didnôt sleep either, keeping 

an ear out in case my generator stopped. Iôve found that, in the 

company of men camping, foam ear plugs are an essential item. 

 

For me on a scale of 1 ~ 10 itôs always a 10 ï good company, good 

food, good wine, good fishing and lots of laughs in a place called 

Paradise ï as Don said, òDoes it get any better than this?ó 
 
 
 

Research Project ð King salmon in the Brisbane River  
One of the fundamental requirements of fisheries management is an understanding of the biology and spatial relationships of 

the species being harvested.  For king salmon (or king threadfin), these parameters are poorly understood.  Consequently, an 

exciting new research project is examining the biology and movements of king salmon in SE Queenslandôs waters.   
 

Brad Moore, a researcher at the University of Queensland, will be examining king salmon from the Brisbane River in an attempt 

to decipher the species biology.  Key parameters examined include age and growth relationships, spawning patterns, and 

diets.  Also under the microscope are the movement patterns of the species, both within the river and in relation to other 

populations along the Queensland coast.   
 

You can help this research project by keeping any fish deemed unsuitable for tag and release.  From the head, gut and gonad 

tissue Brad can determine the length, age, sex, diet and movements of the species.  If you collect fish, Brad will organise 

collection.

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Billfish Tagging  
As you are probably aware by now there is a new Billfish tag in use. The use of 

the old style should be discontinued by now. The new design is the product of much research 

and designed to stay put longer with less injury or discomfort to the fish. The tag is now 

designed to lay flat along the body while the fish swims along. (see picture). 

Thatôs great news for conservation and research and great news for the Billfish too! 

The new tags need a new style of applicator or tip. The Club has these new style of Billfish 

Tags for those members who would like to contribute to the preservation of Billfish by tagging 

so vital data may be gathered for scientific analysis. The Club also has one last tag pole left for 

anyone who wants it. It is 2m long and comes with all 3 applicators including the Dart style tags 

for most species, Metal tags for Sharks and the new Billfish Tags. These poles meet IGFA 

standards and are less then ½ price at $45.00.  It would cost more than that for the tips alone. 

If you want some Billfish Tags or a Tag Pole contact Dave Marsh. If you want other styles of 

tags or tagging equipment then contact the Clubôs tagging office Mick Dohnt. 

 

Game Fish Tagging 
Measuring Fish which are to be released by Dave Marsh 

 

The best way to measure a long Fish in the water is with a fibreglass tape measure attached to a tennis ball. The advantages 

of a fibreglass tape are they will not tear, stretch, fray or corrode. I have built my measure line using a Birch 3 metre 

dressmakerôs tape which I bought from Spotlight for under $5.00. It is washable and hast metal lips at both ends. It also has 

extra large, easy to read numbers with Inches on one side and Centimetres on the other. The Inches are particularly easy to 

see from a distance due to their size. I attached my tape to the ball using some stainless wire in a loop. 

 

To measure the fish in the water when it is along side or being held at the back of the boat, float the tennis ball back to the fork 

in the tail and get a measurement to the fishôs snout or to the tip of the lower jaw for billfish. For Billfish, it is important that the 

recorded measurement should state where the fish was measured from.(ie low jaw to fork in tail or tip of bill to tip of tail etc.) 

ANSA standard way to measure Billfish is from the tip of the lower jaw to the fork of the tail. This is referred to as the short 

Length  

 

This is the easiest safest and most accurate way to measure a long fish such as Wahoo, Mackerel, Tunas, Mahi-Mahi, sharks 

etc along with Sails and Marlin.  If you are chasing those big Blue Marlin you may want to trade-up to a 4 metre tape. 

Another refinement you may want to add is a rod at the other end to the Tennis ball for greater control and improved reach. 

 

Once you have an accurate measurement and have tagged to fish correctly you can release the fish and record the details 

without delay. You may want to get everyone on board to estimate the weight of the fish before consulting the ñlength to weightò 

charts. This can be a great way of honing everyoneôs skill level of accurately estimating the weights of the various species. 

Honours obviously go to the closest to mark estimate. 

 

Smaller fish may be removed from the water before tagging. If a fish is a metre or less in length it can be more accurately 

tagged by laying the fish on a wet towel or foam mat for tagging and measuring. Again the Fibreglass tape is a handy solution 

for this purpose. Avoid hard, hot or dry surfaces to minimise injury to the fish. 

 

When using the dart style tag (not suitable for billfish) always try to insert the tag at an angle of 45 degrees to the fishôs body to 

reduce water friction (drag) on the tag
