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Upcoming Club Trips 
 

Wide Caloundra - Trip Coordinator Steve Slobodzian 

 

Wide Caloundra has a very good reputation in SEQ for producing reef fish.  At this time of the year you can expect 

to catch Snapper, Pearl Perch and the odd Amberjack just to keep you on your toes. It has a widespread area of 

reef so we will all have room to spread out and find the fish.  It is planned to leave the Scarborough ramp early and 

return late in the day.  We will select a day based on the weather on the weekend of the 26th/27th July.   

 

Western Rocks Cobia - Trip Coordinator Darryl Lund 
 

A couple of years ago after a talk from Gordon McDonald, the club held a 

trip to Western Rocks, to put into practice what he taught.  Although we 

didnôt catch a lot of fish the size was more than impressive.  I fished on Daveôs boat and we had 5 strikes and landed 

a 15kg & 23kg cobia.  There were also a number of hook-ups from other boats in the area.  In subsequent trips to 

the area around this time of the year I have always scored at least one fish on the boat.  They have all been greater 

than 15kg.  There are not many places that you can expect this quality of fish 

 

Following on from this we will be heading out again this year on the 30th/31st August to hopefully introduce some 

more of our members to the tenacious fighters.  We will launch around first light (5am) and return around 2.30pm.  I 

am proposing that we leave from the Scarborough boat ramp next to the Coast Guard.  This will avoid most of the 

Sunday afternoon traffic on the highway.   

 

So how do you catch a cobia?  I am no expert but I have caught a few now following Gordonôs advice.  I would not 

fish any lighter than 8kg line as there are fish over 40kg at times around Western Rocks.  Most fish will be between 

12kg & 25kg and should be able to be handled on 8kg line.  I use a heavy wind on leader with a trace of around 

120lb.   For hooks I use 2 snelled 9/0 circle hooks about 5 inches apart.  A ball sinker suited to the run and size of 

bait, with the objective to have the bait mid water.  If the run drops off use a balloon.  Cobia will eat anything, so the 

best bait is whatever you have got.  Having said that I will try and have a live bait of some sort, best baits are a 

slimey, pike, yellow tail and whiptails.  For flesh baits I would use a slab of tuna or mullet.  Bigger baits are better.  

And if you can get your hands on sand crabs they love them.  Western Rocks can get very crowded on weekends so 

when you anchor set it up so that you can drop your anchor rope with a maker boy and follow the fish as quickly as 

possible.  In 2 trips I saw at least 4 fish lost to other boats anchors.  The last piece of advice is to burley as hard as 

you can, as they will follow the burley to your boat. 

 

So if you want to go on the Cobia Trip, get in touch with me.  I am more than happy to expand on the information 

provided to help out with your trip preparation.

It is on again just to let you know early. The dates are the 27th September to the 4th October.  This is the second 

week of the School holidays so get your names in to Steve to reserve your spot as once the house/s are full (first in 

basis) you will have to find your own accommodation, that could be difficult at that time of the year. 
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Trailer Maintenance 

Day. 
 

If you have been putting off giving your boat trailer the TLC you know it needs then get ready for the Trailer 

Maintenance Day. If you have to lube up the rollers, check or replace your wheel bearings, fix those pesky lights that 

only seem to work intermittently or change them for the new water proof LED Type or maybe service your winch or 

fix the brakes then itôs time to get your act together. 

 

It is planned that we will meet at the Lota Boat Ramp at Manly where there is always a stack of parking, a good ramp 

with a floating pontoon to tie your boat up to while it is worked on, and there are also Toilets. 

The Club will be putting on a rolling BBQ to keep the munchies at bay. 

 

We will be picking a day in July or August that has weather unsuitable for fishing. That way we know the ramp and 

car park will be basically empty all day plus it wonôt cut into valuable fishing time.  There will be plenty of tools 

available including Grinders & Drills with very large wire brushes to tackle any rust jobs along with soldering irons 

and multi metres and people that know how to use them. There will be cold chisel for any stubborn Bearings along 

with just about everything else that you can imagine we might need. 

 

If youôre not sure how to tackle a job there will be lots of friendly knowledge on hand to tell you what to do or even 

help you how to do it. Donôt be one of those guys who get stuck on the side of the road with seized bearings that we 

all like to laugh at as way go past. Donôt be one of those guys who have problems launching or retrieving their boat 

because of poorly serviced rollers. This is the perfect chance to get the boat off of its trailer in a safe situation and do 

the job properly and also have a chance to talk fishing with other Club Members and guests over a snag. 

 

BYO Drink, parts, rollers, bearings, grease, trailer lights and cable etc. We are even trying to get a small Arc Welder 

there for the day. (Does anyone have a generator? All other tools will be run off of inverters) 

 

Please register you interest by contacting Dave Marsh by email or phone and let me know if you prefer a Saturday or 

a Sunday. We already have 3 or 4 boats attending, but the more - the merrier. 

 

When? To Be Advised based on windy weather.  We will avoid any 

weekend where the weather is good for fishing or there is a competition on. 

If however a Club trip or Comp is postponed due to poor weather, then we 

will probably replace it with the Trailer day. Weôll start at 9.00am on the 

chosen day. 
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Spanish from the Rocks ï by Steve Watson 
 

At a recent meeting I made mention of a beautiful Spanish mackerel being taken from the rocks at Woody Heads on 

live bait ï this fish went 33kg. 

 

Land based game fishing is probably one of the most challenging forms of Sportfishing that we undertake and the 

possibilities are certainly not endless but surprising. 

 

What makes the challenge a little more testing is the need for an adequate supply of suitable live bait and there are 

certainly ways and means of obtaining this. The locals where I came from were big into the habit of jagging mullet ï 

and what better live bait in season than a 1kg live ñbullyò. One thing wrong with that, however, legality. Does it need 

to be a live mullet? Of course not! Iôve taken Spaniards on a host of livies including, yakkas, slimies, gar, tailor, 

trevally (blurters), pike and snapper. Iôve also heard of them being taken on dart and black bream. Iôd have to 

imagine a nice shiny dart sitting under a balloon being very tempting for a mackerel. Thereôs absolutely no reason 

why any of the above wouldnôt work from the rocks but my land based mackerel fishing was confined, basically, to 

using live tailor ï usually readily available. 

 

Woody Heads is geographically perfect for land based gamefishing. The headland is at the southern end of a large 

bay that is locally known as Woody Bay, which extends northwards towards Evans Heads for about 10km before the 

seas influence is fully noticed on the beach. From the northern end of the headland rocky reef extends northwards, 

broken, for about 5km to what is known as Top Knob and westwards for about 3km to the Peak Grounds. This entire 

area is shallow with no more than 25M of water and much of the bottom strewn with kelp beds. As a consequence 

large aggregations of baitfish are often found ï usually yakkas, scaly pilchards or slimies. Itôs not all that common to 

find shoals of froggies as we do up here. 

 

With this amount of reefy area and the amount of available bait, itôs hardly any wonder why we find big numbers of 

spotties and Spaniards in the area. It is interesting, however, that when out in a boat we find little else to annoy us 

whilst waiting for a bait to go off. Offshore from Woody heads Iôve never taken a tuna or a yellow tail king ï cobias 

are a distinct possibility though and turn up at any time.  

 

When itôs time to move on, the fish, unless they choose to go well out to sea, must pass the headland to move 

south. For the patient angler the rewards are handsome. Itôs not always fruitful though. For every strike Iôve had, 

about 50% fail to hook up and of those that have another 50% manage to escape by one means or another. What 

can possibly go wrong? Try these reasons: shark attack, gear failure (no excuse), unable to get the fish up ï no gaff 

(no excuse),  fishing alone(should know better), getting cut off on the reef (bad luck) and worst of all being cut off by 

a passing boat ï get me a gun! 

 

Perhaps Iôve just been unlucky down there but Iôve never taken a Spanish over 25 kg from a boat ï or from the rocks 

and itôs fairly rare to see really big mackerel boated. From the rocks though, itôs a different matter. Iôll mention two 

brothers whose names became synonymous with Bogangar Headland near Kingscliffe ï Frank and George 

Williams. These guys were Tweed banana farmers who got their jollies by catching big mackerel from Bogangar 

many years ago. When Frank retired he made Woody his home and became something of an enigma around the 

area catching big jew, snapper and mackerel from the rocks. Frank has now disappeared from Woody and Iôm not  
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aware of his fate but his name is regularly raised when big mackerel are mentioned. I used to call Frankie ñWater 

Ratò. He was a little bloke no bigger than Steptoe but as a banana farmer you could imagine how wiry he was. I canôt 

recall ever seeing him wear footwear on the rocks, where he rarely walked ï he ran.  Less than 10 years ago he took 

3 mackerel in 2 days that on the old measure tipped the scales at 61, 69 and 91lbs. Enormous fish from the rocks 

but weôve seen bigger.  

 

Another little mate of mine, Keith Inch (who finally made it to Wathumba on the last trip) battled one back to the 

rocks only to be too stuffed to ñswimò it up on a wave ï his brothers in law estimated it at around 50kg and was last 

seen disappearing under the white water after the line became entangled around cunjevoi and snapped. 

 

The modus operandi. As we know, in this part of the world, most of our useful Spanish mackerel fishing is carried out 

prior to sunrise ï be early. We normally carry 2 rods ï one rigged with a lure for tailor and the other more seriously 

equipped with suitable tackle. You need to be serious here and anything less than 15kg string is getting a little on 

the absurd side of things. The choice of reel isnôt a subject for debate ï line capacity is. From the rocks Spanish are 

certainly a different proposition and losing 300M of 15kg line in a series of runs isnôt uncommon. We use Alvey reels 

ï why? simplicity and not the drag type ï straight drum to hand contact, another good reason why itôs smart to have 

a mate handy who can pour a little water onto the spool to reduce the temperature of the hand contact. Sounds like 

madness but I can tell you itôs bloody good fun.  

 

My father, Ron, suffered the suffered the burned hand syndrome on many occasions and he had less brake pad 

than most of us having lost his thumb, index and middle finger to a sawmill as a young man. When his eyes started 

to water you knew it was time to pour a little where it counted. Iôve seen him work his wind cheater down his arm and 

use that to protect his hand and then proceed to burn a hole in that. Oh well itôs good for a laugh later! He never 

suffered because his bait was too big. We saw him underarm a tailor into the wash one morning because it was too 

big to lob out on his rod. That bait accounted for a macko that went almost 60lb and was last seen about 3M in the 

air as the mackerel launched itself skywards, bait in mouth ï great stuff. 

 

I canôt give a reason why we use single strand Mason wire, probably because it has a smaller diameter than 7 strand 

but we do and usually about 80 ~120lb. Our rig consists of about 2M of this from a Sampo snap swivel down to a 

brass ring where we run one trace of the same wire about  20cm  to a hook and another about 30cm to a 2nd hook. 

Hook choice is yours but for big baits, at least 8/oôs. With so many hooks on the market now, Iôm not going to get into 

a debate about whatôs best ï all we ever used were heavy duty suicides that were pre-sharpened. The hook on the 

shorter trace is embedded into the dorsal area of the bait and the 2nk hook into the area just forward of the tail wrist 

(as a mater of interest we never had a tail bitten off as you so often do when trolling livies). 

An important aspect of this sort of fishing is the wind condition. You need something with a westerly aspect to keep a 

well inflated balloon out from the rocks ï 20 ~ 30M is plenty. When you first employ your bait thereôs the usual flurry 

of activity around the balloon until the bait settles down. All the time, however, itôs important to maintain a degree of 

contact with the balloon to eliminate slack. When that balloon explodes you need to be ready to take up the 

pressure. Another important thing Iôve found is to ensure that the fish is fought out wide; donôt be in too much hurry 

to get it back in as the last thing you need is to have 25kg of angry mackerel diving around the rocks. 

 

Gaffing. If youôre not in a position to simply wash the fish up with a decent wave, a good gaff man is essential and 

make sure that you swim the fish into position so the gaff is located under it and strike and lift as you would normally 

but keep it coming up the rocks so a wave doesnôt catch up with it. To gaff the fish over the top can result in the fish  
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being rolled on the rocks or cunjevoi and a decent kick and itôll be free again. (Our gaff by the way is 2 lengths of 

aluminium tube, one that slides inside the other and when extended are secured by a bolt and wing nut - it extends 

to 20ô) 

 

If you think Spanish are spectacular coming up beside your boat, wait until you see your first one in the white water 

of a headland.
