You have failed hook 

ups, bust offs and even sometimes get sharked.  So it 

was good to see Jeremy catch a good Jew in the 

Brisbane River on 17 May.  For the record it went 

10.2kg and was caught on 6 kg line on a live bait.  
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Burnett Heads May Day weekend  by Darryl Lund 
 

The BSFC traveled to Burnett Heads on the May Day weekend to fish the productive waters around Bundaberg.  We 

have fished this area for the last 3 years and have had good success.  We had 4 boats fishing, the Kilby family, 

Steve and Dave on Daveôs boat, Jim and Jeremy in Jeremyôs 

boat and I was fishing with my daughter Nicole.   
 

Jeremy and Jim headed up early and hit the Elliott Heads 

area on the Friday.  They caught a variety of fish topped off 

with a 14.45kg Spanish caught on 4kg line for Jeremy. 
 

We hit the water before first light on Saturday and headed to 

the Kolan patch.  We spent the first couple of hours of daylight 

trolling lures in this area for mackerel, but they werenôt on the 

bite.  A couple of tuna were caught and a couple of strikes 

missed but no Spanish landed.   
 

I anchored over some structure and drifted some baits down a burley 

trail.  There were large schools of Trevally moving around the area and 

the Hodge family from the Bundy SFC were getting into a few jigging 

raiders.  A couple of the Brissy boats tried jigging and plastics but 

could not get amongst the fish.  Drifting baits down the burley trail 

produced a constant stream of fish.  The sad thing was that most were 

throwbacks.  We did manage a feed of Sweetlip and a couple of 

Trevally. 

 

Mid afternoon and decision was made to go for a troll before heading 

home.  We got lucky with a good Golden Trevally for me and my 

daughters first Longtail Tuna. Late in the day the other Brissy boats 

picked up a couple of fish trolling including a double hook up on 

Spanish for Liz and Ben Kilby.  Although the day had been a little quite 

most people put a feed in the esky.  The hard luck story went to 

Jeremy who fought a good fish on light line for over 

3 hours before the inevitable bust off.  They also 

missed a couple of Spanish late in the day before 

Jim picked one up around 10kg.  Conditions on the 

day had been interesting with light NW winds 

before first light, increasing to 15 kts by 8am then 

swinging SW before dropping out to glass around 

lunch, then turning to a light NE in the afternoon.   
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Day two dawned much the same as the previous day with us trolling for a while before anchoring and drifting baits in 

a burley trail.  Conditions were a little uncomfortable with a 15kt SW.  All boats were struggling to find a strike trolling. 

I manage a good Longtail on a cast slug before we anchored.  We chipped away with few reef fish and Nicole 

catching a Longnose Trevally and another good Golden for me.  With the wind having swung to the SE and no sign 

of it dropping we called it a day around midday and bashed our way head on into the 15knots.  Not fun in a small 

boat.  I think I need a bigger half cab boat. 

 

Over the weekend we participated in the Col Kinbacher Challenge hosted by the Wide Bay ANSA clubs.  The object 

of the challenge is to catch 5 different species and with a bonus of 500 points for each species plus the usual ANSA 

points.  The weigh in was held at Maryborough, and broke up the trip back to Brisbane nicely.  I was lucky enough to 

win with 3540 points, narrowly beating Elle and Josh Hodge from the Bundy club.

Offshore Moreton -  Snapper  - Trip Coordinator Darryl Lund 

 

Well as it is that time of the year to be fishing the offshore reef we are planning a trip on 22nd June across South 

Passage Bar chasing Snapper.  Target areas will be the 29ôs and 33ôs but there is plenty of ground east of Moreton.  

We will look at launching from Raby Bay with the idea of being at the bar to cross at first light.  Once across most will 

head to the live bait ground to try and secure some live bait, before heading out to drift fish.  Donôt be surprised if 

plastics produce some of the best fish.  So get your crew together and mark it on the calendar as if we can get a bit 

of good weather (we are overdue), this will be a great trip.  If you are interested in going or chasing crew please let 

me know as I will do my best to help out.  I will also follow up at the next meeting.  Donôt forget to listen to Roy at the 

next meeting as he will have all the tips on tackle and techniques.  GPS marks to get you started can be passed on 

to those attending. 

Wide Caloundra  - Trip Coordinator Steve Slobodzian 

 

Wide Caloundra has a very good reputation in SEQ for producing reef fish.  At this time of the year you can expect 

to catch Snapper, Pearl Perch and the odd Amberjack just to keep you on your toes. It has a widespread area of 

reef so we will all have room to spread out and find the fish.  It is planned to leave the Scarborough ramp early and 

return late in the day.  We will select a day based on the weather on the weekend of the 26/27 th July.  More details in 

the next newsletter.

It is on again just to let you know early. The dates are the 27th September to the 4th October.  This is the second 

week of the School holidays so get your names in to Steve to reserve your spot as once the house/s are full (first in 

basis) you will have to find your own accommodation, that could be difficult at that time of the year. 
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Shoalwater Bay ð ANZAC Weekend   by Steve Watson 
 

Bill Sawynok made the call and it didnôt take too much time to convince me to hop on a plane and get myself up to 

Rocky for another trip into ñJurassic Parkò. 

 

This place still continues to amaze me. If itôs not the beauty of the area and the plethora of fish specie, itôs the 

remoteness and being in a place where you know that youôre not going to have to compete with a dozen other boats. 

 

Captag aim for about 4 trips a year into the area and the excursion this time began, as all others do, with a parade of 

the vehicles and trailers at the West Rocky Army Base the afternoon prior to entering the Shoalwater Army Training 

Area (SWATA), for a weed and seed inspection. So intent is the Army in maintaining Shoalwater in its natural state, 

all vehicles entering are subjected to the same protocol to prevent exotic weed infestations. An assigned person is 

allocated the security code for the gate lock and all those going are briefed on the Armyôs expectations. Further, 

morning and afternoon calls to the Range Officer from the base camp are required to inform them that all crews are 

leaving camp and when all have returned. 

 

The southern gate is approximately 80km from Rocky via 

Yeppoon and the Byfield State Forrest ï quite a 

picturesque drive. SWATA lies between Broad Sound and 

Port Clinton ï a vast tract of land and water that includes 

mountain ranges, plainlands, swamplands, mangrove 

forest and rain forests.  

 

With a little of the precision of the defence force, all 10 

crews meet at the gate at a predetermined time and enter 

together to travel to the base at Samuel Hill, about 20km further on. Sam Hill is well catered for with power, water, 

mess areas, refrigeration rooms, barracks and ablution blocks. Itôs located about 25 minutes by a rough track from 

the primary launching area at Head Ck.  

 

Head Ck is a fantastic estuary but the ramp leaves much to 

be desired ï half tide either way gives plenty of access but 

towards the bottom of the tide you can expect some of the 

best mud one has ever encountered. Not that youôre likely to 

bog in the mud, the Army have had the nouse to tip a heap of 

blue metal onto the ramp but itôs a foot under the bloody mud 

ï and sharp. The smart operators who have done it all before 

usually back their boats down with the deckie on the 

drawbar. I can tell you that itôs steep enough that getting the 

boat to roll off the trailer isnôt a problem, thus the deckie is 

able to launch and board the boat unscathed, leaving the 

skipper to negotiate his way down the bank over slippery, 

barnacle encrusted, muddy bloody rocks that surround the 

ramp ï ideal. 
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The creek around the ramp for about a ½ mile, above and below, is strewn with rock bars that provide cover for any 

number of things ï kings, barra, grunter, cod(s) including groper, fingermark, blue salmon, etc. The rock bars, 

however, are to be given a miss at low tide unless you want to wait with the sandflies until the tide rises to get you 

out of them. Walking the rock bars isnôt encouraged given the remoteness of the area and the better than even 

chance of crocôs.  

 

Further down there are rocky outcrops along the banks, 

Cockatoo Is (thatôs surrounded by oyster encrusted rocks and 

20M of water on the mainstream side), rocky drop-offs and other 

off-shooting creeks with their own holes and rock bars. What a 

place! It seems that if you find a hole in a creek it might be as 

deep as 15M or more and there will invariably be some sort of 

structure making an appearance on the sounder ï and fish ï 

usually fingermark and at times large and small-mouthed 

nannygai. Iôve said before, the place is freaky. 

 

Beyond the mouth of Head Ck, which is about 1km wide, is the 

expanse of Shoalwater Bay itself. Large, shallow and dangerous 

at the wrong time. Other creeks expose themselves along the 

bayôs coastline ï East Ck, Georges, Shoalwater, Raspberry and 

others. All with surprises to offer. Given the perfect weather 

condition of the weekend a couple of the larger boats ventured up to Strong Tide Passage, a corally, rocky passage 

between Reef Point and Townshend Is. They did well tagging quite a few trout and lippers. 

 

Our trip down Head Ck began with the obligatory trolling the rock bars and encountering a number of cod and 

fingermark. We passed a boat at daybreak in which a lad of about 13 was having his pic taken by dad with a 98cm 

blue salmon on his 1st cast of the day. Our objective, however and a number of the boats were involved, was to get 

more data for the Capreef Project (aimed at establishing data on the reef specie in the Capricorn section of the 

GBR). We werenôt let down having tagged well over 100 small and large-mouthed nannygai and snapper ï all in the 

creek. We managed 24 recaptures along the way and returned to the water any amount of nannyôs (red jew to the 

locals) well over the regulated 40cm, if fact on this trip we had fish over 50cm ï not too bad for a creek and damn 

good fun on baitcasters. The snapper werenôt as plentiful as on previous trips, however, we still managed to tag 

them up to 43cm. 

 

The mouth of Head Ck has a beautiful rocky outcrop and a decent drop off that yields better than average 

fingermark at times ï but not this time, I did manage to get my first black jew at that spot and at only 72cm Iôd have 

to say they might be capable of pulling a mulloway backwards. AND speaking of being pulled backwards, we 

entered a creek near the mouth where we located a hole over 16M deep, with a bit of a show on the bottom. Soft 

plastics on 10kg braid were employed and Billôs first fish proved to be a purple northern whiting of about 20cm ï 

nothing said, we continued and then we had a double hookup on missiles. 10 minutes later we both had the 

disappointment of surfacing a matching pair of salmon catfish ï mine went just over 1M. Not satisfied that all on the 

bottom of this magnificent hole were of the same ilk, I got another ï we moved on. Pound for pound they must 

certainly rate as one of the toughest things Iôve had the misfortune to tangle with and extremely hard on the tackle, 

given the drag we had set. 
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On the last day, our trip back up the creek was far from hurried, with Bill keen to try a few more spots, he managed 

to get us into a creek, that again yielded a very nice hole at the mouth and more nannyôs. Further upstream, he knew 

of a rock bar that heôd been to before which usually produced barra. With the rising tide, the rocks were fast covering 

and the water was a passable creamy green. We picked our way through the bar on the electric and all the way 

back. One desperate cast back over there weôd been was met with the unmistakable surface smash of a real barra 

(one that didnôt come from a cow farm). Then a 2nd 

came to the net ï a pleasing way to end the trip. 

 

Our 2 ½ days yielded around 200 fish tagged, 

some 20 specie and more memories for later. 

 

The talk around the camp at night reminded me of 

the old days of comps, where everybody had 

experiences to tell and stories about new places 

theyôd found. The area seems to lend itself to 

exploration and the old adage ñseek and ye shall 

findò is very apt. The next trip isnôt until September 

but I guess thatôs not too long to wait.
