My crew laughed when I broke out the 1kg outfit 

and started to target Remora. I landed 3 all up and the best 2 fish were 

worth 283 extra points and that gave me 5 fish to weigh for the day. With 

out the Remora on 1kg line class, I would have come third and not first. 

You have to take what comes sometimes, besides my crew stopped 

laughing at me when I won first place.ò said Dave. 

 

ñI also caught a Mack Tuna worth 217.13 points, a Mangrove Jack for 80 points and a Bludger Trevally for another 

100 pointsò he went on to say. 

 

Apart from the smart looking ñBob Carruthers Memorial Club Trophyò Dave also won a great Rod Tube kindly 

Donated by Tania Costello from Aussie Wrapps. This fantastic prize, which Dave gets to keep even though he has to 

hand back the BC Perpetual Trophy, is extremely well made right here in Brisbane. 

It is a terrific 6 foot Hard Rod Tube which is designed for multiple rods features, twin non-corrosive zips for 

padlocking, twin ñDò rings for tying down or hanging up, tough waterproof Kodra Plus outer cover and solid, impact 

resistant PVC core with Soft fabric lining.

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Upcoming Club Trips  
 

Brisbane River  ï Trip Coordinator Dave Marsh 

 

The club will be launching from the Fishermanôs Island Ramp at 6.00 am on Saturday 29th November. While we will 

be targeting Threadfin (fish over 10kgs have been caught there) the river offers other opportunities including 

Snapper, Bream, and Sharks just to name a few.  You will probably also catch a few catfish and sting rays also. 

 

The best bait for Salmon is live herring which can be cast netted around the mouth of drains and creeks.  The outlet 

from the treatment works is one of the most productive.  There are 2 main areas to target salmon.  The first is on the 

shallow banks, where they move around chasing the bait schools.  The second is along the edge of the channel 

drop off.  We have had more success on the edge of the drop off anchoring up.  The Salmon tend to move along 

these at various stages of the tide in small schools. 

 

Salmon are generally fairly clean fighters, and can be handled on reasonable light lines.  I would start on something 

like 6 kg and may be drop down as light as 3 if I had caught a couple.  Rigs are very simple, a short double and a 

leader of around 20~40lb mono, a ball sinker just big enough to get to the bottom and a 5/0 hook on a short trace.  

Not fussy on the hook pattern, usually a suicide or circle.  They will also take lures particularly thinks like big plastics 

paddle tails, mask vibes and Tasamies.  Not sure if burley would work it may attract too many catfish and sharks.   

 

If you need any more tips talk to Darryl at the meeting. High tide is at about 11.00 am Weigh-in and BBQ will be back 

at the ramp at 1.00pm. In the case of poor weather (It would have to be bad!), Sunday the 30th will become the 

nominated fishing day. If you are interested in going on this trip please contact the Trip Co-ordinator Dave Marsh.

I stepped up the burling and 

attracted a few just legal snapper.  I let them go hoping to get something a bit bigger, but it wasnôt to be.  I called 

Dave on the Radio only to find that he was also struggling to get a feed, with only a few small reefies.  Although the 

conditions were getting better I decided to head in early and see if I could find a Tuna, but it wasnôt to be.  Although 

the fishing was quite there were plenty of things to see with whales, dolphins and turtles all keeping my daughter 

entertained.

Billfish Tagging  
As you are probably aware by now there is a new Billfish tag in use. The use of the old style should be discontinued 

by now. The new design is the product of much research and designed to stay put longer with less injury or 

discomfort to the fish. The tag is now designed to lay flat along the body while the fish swims along. (see picture). 

Thatôs great news for conservation and research and great news for the Billfish too! 

The new tags need a new style of applicator or tip. The Club has these new style of Billfish Tags for those members 

who would like to contribute to the preservation of Billfish by tagging so vital data may be gathered for scientific 

analysis. The Club also has one last tag pole left for anyone who wants it. It is 2m long and comes with all 3 

applicators including the Dart style tags for most species, Metal tags for Sharks and the new Billfish Tags. These 

poles meet IGFA standards and are less then ½ price at $45.00. 

It would cost more than that for the tips alone. If you want some Billfish Tags or a Tag Pole contact Dave Marsh. If 

you want other styles of tags or tagging equipment then contact the Clubôs tagging office Mick Dohnt.
