Upcoming Club Trips 
 

Caloundra – Trip Coordinator Darryl Lund 

 

This trip is set down for Saturday 18th October.  The aim is to hit the water at first light and head out to the close in 

reef around Caloundra.  If we are lucky there will be some early season pelagic action as well as some late season 

snapper.  Sweetlip and cobia are also on the cards at that time of the year.  It will be up to the skippers as to where 

they launch, either Mooloobah or Caloundra.  The idea of the trip is to launch at first light, chase a few reefies while 

floating a live bait for a mackerel or cobia and then maybe throw some plastics or shinnies at some tuna.  If there is 

enough interest we will organise a sausage sizzle for a late lunch.  If you would like any more information on the trip, 

GPS marks, detailed fishing techniques and the like come and talk to me at the meeting or give me a call, I am only 

too happy to assist in helping to get you on to a fish  Hope to see you on the trip.         Barralundee 
 

Watumba Creek 
 

Steve Watson has extended an open invitation to club members to join him on a camping trip to Watumba Creek 

from the 8th to the 15th of November.  You will need to be self-sufficient with fuel, refrigeration/ice and camping 

permits.  Older club members will have fond memories of the club trips that we had to Watumba in the past.  The 

fishing at that time of the year can be fantastic especially for spotties, and if the weather allows a trip across the Bar 

the options are endless. 
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Brisbane River – Trip Coordinator Dave Marsh 

 

The trip will be to the Brisbane River to chase Salmon.  The Salmon in the river are Record class fish as 

demonstrated by Jeremy with his record claim last year.  More details in the next newsletter, or Contact Dave Marsh. 

 

 

Cobia Moreton Bay by Steve Gregory 

 
Baits – Cobia are not too fussy when it comes to bait but best performers are the usual slimies and yakkas but they 

will take tarwine, whiptails, pillies, crabs and strip baits as well as a multitude of lures. For the time being I will 

concentrate on bait fishing. 
 

Tackle – Any quality overhead combo in lever or star drag capable of holding a minimum of 400 – 500 yards 
of your preferred line class keeping in mind that Cobia can exceed 50kgs with my best being 47.5kgs on 
10kg line which resulted in a 2 ½ hour battle. I would not recommend any less that 10kg line for the less 
experienced and even an average fish of 15-20kg will give a good account of itself on this gear. 

Rods are a personal choice with the usual 10-15kg and 15-20kg M10 and Livefibres as well as typical game rods in 

the same classes will do the job. 

Good quality large spin outfits are ok but personally I find the overheads more suitable to this style of fishing. 

 

Rigs – Once again snooded octopus style hooks in a size to suit the bait is the way to go although ganged 7766 

tarpon hooks, circle hooks or single octopus hooks will work, sizes from 6/0 – 10/0 will do the job. 

My rigs are set to game and sportfish regulations which consists of double line and trace, the advantage of this is 

that rather than just having a short trace under a swivel you can run up to 9 metres of total trace which makes all the 

difference when trying to get that Cobia the last few metres in the fight. 

The knots in this rig would consist of a bimini twist or spider hitch or even a plait for the double and a double uni or 

Albright knot for double to trace this rig will run feely through the runners of your rod so the length of trace can be 

any length. 

If you don’t want to go to that much trouble simply tie you main line to a suitable crane swivel, wack on a metre of 

trace and rig to suit your bait. 

On the subject of trace, I use 60lb shogun and have had no failures even after long battles. 

As for lead, anything from none at all to 1/2kg or more, as Cobia will feed in the entire water column it pays to 

stagger your baits from top to bottom. 

I prefer to let my live baits swim fairly freely out the back when the tide is running hard perhaps with a 1 or 2 ball 

sinker right on the hook so as the tide starts to slow the bait will gradually sink. This is the time when you can expect 

some action and don’t be surprised to pull large Snapper and Tuna at this stage. 

When the tide or current stops I like to keep a bait near the bottom but a floating bait under a balloon is also the go 

to cover your bases. 

 

Where – Moreton Ledges, Western Rocks, Bribie Coffee Rock, beacons and wrecks. 

Small Cobia can get as far south as Maclay Island and can get quite thick on the Moreton and Amity Banks at times 

but are hard to predict and as such hard to target and are usually taken while fishing for other species. 

A tip for the Whitting fisherman who frequent these banks is to carry a medium spin outfit just in case especially 

around April – May which coincides with the last run of sand crabs across these banks.  
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When – Cobia tend to move into the bay from September onwards and tend to spread out over Summer. 

In the good old days we used to start fishing when the Jacaranda trees first bloomed and I still like to keep an eye on 

the flora when driving to work. 

 

Finally a word of caution when landing a Cobia, big or small they will kick up a stink when gaffed or netted so here is 

a list of do’s and don’ts which will help in preserving life and limb. 

 

1. Don’t gaff in the tail 

2. Do keep a good grip on the gaff (I’ve lost 2) 

3. Don’t drop a green fish on the deck (can be dangerous and expensive) 

4. Do deliver the last rights outside the boat 

5. Do be careful when removing hooks as they have been known to come back to life at the worst possible 

time.
