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Research Project d King salmon in the Brisbane River

One of the fundamental requirements of fisheries managemelerstanding of the biology and spatial relationships of
the species being harvested. For king salmon (or king threadfin), these parameters are poorly understood. Cons
exciting new research project is examining the biology andanbverkents g s al mon i n SE Que

Brad Moore, a researcher at the University of Queensland, will be examining king salmon from the Brisbane Rivel
to decipher the species biology. Key parameters examined include ageatiodgipatispalvning patterns, and

diets. Also under the microscope are the movement patterns of the species, both within the river and in relation t
populations along the Queensland coast.

You can help this research project by keepinglaegnéishunsuitable for tag and release. From the head, gut and gor
tissue Brad can determine the length, age, sex diet and movements of the species. If you collect fish, Brad will o
collection.
